BOOKS DONATED BY BILDNER FAMILY (2017)

Race/Racial Difference

All the Colors We Are: The Story of How We Get Our Skin Color by Katie Kissinger (2014) We get our skin color from our family/ancestors, the sun and melanin, which is explained. Includes photographs of people of all hues and a useful guide for teachers.

Bein’ With You This Way by W. Nikola-Lisa (1997) A girl visits the playground and creates a rap with her friends about how we're all different and the same, and isn’t it fabulous “bein’ with you this way!”

Black All Around by Patricia Hubbell (2010) A young black girl discovers the cool things all around that are the color black.

Black, White, Just Right! by Marguerite Devol (1993) A little girl’s mother is black and her father is white.  She’s a mix of both and she’s “just right!” 

Happy in Our Skin by Fran Manushkin (2015) Describes the different hues of skin color and the role our skin plays – to “keep our insides in,” form scabs to heal, goose bumps when cold, tans in the sun, etc.

I’m Like You, You’re Like Me by Cindy Gainer (2011) Talks about what makes us different and similar, and how to treat each other. Includes a guide for teachers.

Shades of People by Shelley Rotner and Sheila M. Kelly (2009) Includes beautiful photographs of children playing and describes all our wonderful skin color hues.

One by Kathryn Otoshi (2008) A simple story about bullying using colors and numbers as characters that reminds readers “sometimes it just takes one” to stop a bully.

Who’s in a Family? by Robert Skutch (2009) Describes all different kinds of families in the human and animal world.  Touches on different skin colors at the end and concludes, “Who’s in a family? The people who love you the most!” Last page can be photocopied so children can draw their own family members. 

Racism/Organizing

The Other Side by Jacqueline Woodson (2001) Set during the time of segregation without explicitly saying so.  The houses of a young black girl and white girl are separated by a fence and both girls are told to stay on their side.  The girls eventually figure out that they can both sit on the fence and enjoy each other’s company.  

These Hands by Margaret Mason (2015) A grandfather tells his grandson about all the things his hands did in the past and can still teach his grandson – “yes, I can” – but there was a time when his hands could not bake bread at the Wonder Bread factory (based on a true story).  People wrote petitions and organized and now any hands can make the bread. Story ends with grandson telling his grandfather all the things his hands can do.

We March by Shane Evans (2016) Very short book about the March on Washington in 1963 from a child’s perspective.  Includes drawing of MLK, Jr. at the end, but no reference to him by name. 

Main Characters of Color

The Amazing Erik by Mike Huber (2014) Erik is a boy in a wheelchair playing at the water table.  He gets upset when he discovers that his sleeve is wet and so are his shoes. His teacher acknowledges his feelings and gets him a new shirt, while his friend Rita starts a new game at the water table and cheers him up.

Ada Twist, Scientist by Andrea Beaty (2016) Ada is a young girl who doesn’t talk until she turns 3, and then she asks A LOT of questions. Text is rhyming.   

Anh’s Anger by Gail Silver (2009) Anh wants to keep playing with his blocks instead of coming to dinner.  He gets angry and knocks over his blocks. His grandfather sends him to his room to “sit with” his anger. Anh’s anger appears to him as a monster and they spin around and pound the ground. Next they sit and breath in and out. Anh’s anger becomes smaller and then it disappears.

Bee-Bim Bop! by Linda Sue Park (2008) A young girl and her mother have fun preparing a traditional Korean dish. The book includes a recipe and explanation about the dish.

A Chair for My Mother by Vera Williams (2007)
A young girl’s apartment is damaged in a fire.  All the neighbors help furnish the new apartment, but the family dreams of a soft chair.  They save their coins in a big jar until they have enough money to buy the chair.

Drum Dream Girl: How One Girl’s Courage Changed Music by Margarita Engel (2015)
Based on a true story, a young Chinese-African-Cuban girl dreams of playing the drums, but on her island people say “only boys should play drums.”  She continues to dream and learns to play the drums.  She plays so well that everyone decides, “girls should always be allowed to play drums.”

Each Kindness by Jacqueline Woodson (2012)
A young girl is unkind to a new girl at school who tries to befriend her.  The teacher gives a lesson about kindness and explains it’s like dropping a small stone into water.  “Each little thing we do goes out, like a ripple, into the world.”  Before the main character can make amends, the new girl is gone and won’t be returning to school.  The girl reflects on a lost opportunity.
 
Feast for Ten by Cathryn Falwell (1995) 
A family counts their way through the grocery store and counts while preparing a family feast.  Book is good for toddlers learning to count 1-10.

Firebird by Misty Copeland (2014)
A young girl dreams of being like Misty Copeland, a soloist in the American Ballet Theatre.  Misty explains to the girl how she worked hard to achieve her dream and the little girl can do the same.

A Hand To Hold by Zetta Elliott (2016) A little girl goes to school for the first time and has a hard time letting go of her father’s hand.

Honey, I Love by Eloise Greenfield (2002)
A young girl describes the things she loves, and demonstrates that it’s the simple things that mean the most, like sharing laughter with a friend, taking family rides in the country, and kissing her mama’s arm.

Jingle Dancer by Cynthia Leitich Smith (2000)
Jenna is a young Native American girl who dreams of doing a traditional jingle dance like her Grandma, but she needs to acquire jingles so her dress can “sing.” Various women in her family and community provide the jingles and Jenna performs the dance in their honor.

Just a Minute: A Trickster Tale and Counting Book by Yuyi Morales (2015)
An original trickster tale where skeleton Señor Calavera arrives unexpectedly at Grandma Beetle’s door, requesting that she leave with him right away.  “Just a minute,” Grandma Beetle tells him. She still has one house to sweep, two pots of tea to boil, three pounds of corn to make into tortillas – and that’s just the start!  She cleverly outwits the skeleton and celebrates her birthday with a table full of grandchildren and one surprise guest.  

Kitchen Dance by Maurie Manning (2008)
A sister and brother wake up and tiptoe downstairs to find their parents dancing in the kitchen.  They join in the dancing and then their parents carry them back to bed.

Last Stop on Market Street by Matt de la Pena (2015)
On Sundays, CJ and his nana ride the bus across town to their stop on Market Street.  But today, CJ’s not happy about it. He’s wondering out loud why they have to wait in the rain and why they don’t have a car like his other friends. Nana opens young CJ’s eyes and shows him the real beauty in the world around them – the spirit of the bustling city, the music in everyday life, and the magic of their often overlooked neighbors. They get off at their stop to help out at the neighborhood soup kitchen. 

I Love Snow by Zetta Elliott (2015)
This short poem uses rhythm and repetition to describe the fun activities of a fresh snowfall.  Too much snow can sometimes cause problems, and in time it turns to dirty gray slush. But nothing can diminish a child’s love of snow!

Mama Panya’s Pancakes by Mary and Rich Chamberlin (2006)
Mama Panya is going to make pancakes – but not if Adika invites everyone in their village!  Adika wants all of their friends to join them for dinner, but Mama Panya worries if she can afford to make pancakes for so many people?  This African story about the rewards of sharing offers a message that is universal. Includes interesting facts about Kenya as well as a recipe for Mama Panya’s Pancakes.

My People by Langston Hughes and Charles Smith (2009)
Photographs of African Americans are paired with a popular poem by Langston Hughes.  “Beautiful, also, are the souls of my people.” 

Please, Baby, Please by Spike Lee (2007) 
A rhyming book that explores the “chills, spills, and unequivocal thrills” of bringing up baby.  

Silence by Lemniscates (2012)
A book that describes all the things that we can hear if we listen.

Steps and Stones: An Anh’s Anger Story by Gail Silver (2007)
Anh is upset at the playground because Sam and Charlie won’t play with him.  Anh’s anger appears as a monster and they imagine what they might do to retaliate.  But Anh decides they should go for a walk instead and breathe and count. Anger soon disappears and Anh starts to play with Sarah. Anh decides recess is still his favorite part of the day.

A family counts their way through the grocery store and counts while preparing a family feast.  Book is good for toddlers learning to count 1-10.

I Love My Hair by Natasha Tarpley (2001) A young African American girl discovers all the wonderful ways she can style her hair.

Little You by Richard Van Camp (2013) A book featuring a toddler proclaims how wonderful children are. “You are the birth of everything new, you are perfect, you are you!”

Peekaboo Morning by Rachel Isadora (2008) A child says, “Peekaboo I see…” and finds mommy, daddy and other people and things.

Whose Knees Are These? by Jabari Asim (2006) Rhyming book that wonders whose strong and charming brown knees are these?
